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There’s More Than One Way to Get Stuck on Spelling!!!
Dear Parents,
Here are some fun ideas that you can use at home to help your child practice spelling!
If your child seems to be struggling with spelling, I suggest that you practice spelling each night using one of the following activities (or one that you know of that is not listed).
The following ways are ideas to use at home to practice spelling words:

1. Let your child write their spelling words on the bath tub wall using shaving cream
2. Let your child use dry erase markers and practice writing the words on a bathroom mirror
3. Type spelling words on the computer

4. Play hangman with the words

5. Play a game like: “Shoot for 2” – if your child spells the word correctly they get to shoot 2 points with either a real basketball or a waded up piece of paper

6. Play “SPELLO” which is just like BINGO

7. Let your child write spelling words in some yummy form of food powder such as: pudding powder, jell-o powder, kool-aid powder, etc.)

8. Use the words in a sentence

9. Make flash cards: writing the vowels in one color and the consonants in another color

10. Find the words in a book or dictionary

11. Let your child record the spelling of the words on your (or their) iPhone using an app such as “Dragon Dictation”
12. Use a spelling app on your iPad, iPhone or computer

13. Spelling city,com
14. Complete the following activities each night, which are similar to what we do in class throughout the week:
Monday: I can sort the words into categories like the ones I did in school. I should read each word aloud during this activity. I need to explain to you why the words are sorted in a particular way-- what does the word sort reveal about spelling in general? Ask me to do it again-as fast as possible!

Tuesday: I need to do a “blind” or “no peeking” sort. Please lay down one word from each category as a header and then read the rest of the words aloud. I must indicate where the word goes without seeing it. Lay it down for me and let me move it if I am wrong. Repeat each word I make more than one error.

Wednesday: Assist me in doing a “word hunt,” looking for words in a familiar book that have the same sound, pattern or both. I need to try and find two or three words for each category.

Thursday: I need to complete a “writing sort” to prepare for my test on Friday. As you call out the words in a random order, I should write them in categories. Call out any words I misspell for a second or even a third time.
I hope you find these suggestions helpful. If you come across and apps or have other suggestions for ways to you may help your child student their spelling words, please let me know and I will add them to this list.
